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MBAs, PhDs, and faculty from top global business schools caution:
HARMING THE COURT’S INDEPENDENCE WILL MEANINGFULLY HURT ISRAEL’S ECONOMY
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We, the undersigned, graduates of top universities globally in the fields of Management and Economics,
serving in leading roles in Israel and abroad, echo the concerns of senior Ministry of Finance members and
the Governor of the Bank of Israel: Interfering with the judicial system’s independence will severely damage
Israeli companies, managers, employees, investors, and the economy as a whole. Damage is estimated at
hundreds of billions of shekels. Israelis are already feeling economic impact.

Our qualifications enable us to thoroughly understand the foundations needed to shape a business
environment which encourages growth of innovative, resilient companies. These foundations include: (1) the
ability to raise and manage capital (2) the ability to recruit and retain skilled employees in an environment with
a high level of business certainty, and (3) the ability to compete and sell in global markets.

Israel has enjoyed incredible economic growth in recent decades. This was made possible by record breaking
infusions of foreign capital and the development of human capital in leading military units and universities
globally. These trends relied on Israel being considered a transparent business environment supported by a
stable, legal, and democratic political system. The proposed legal reforms undermine these pillars of our
success. The risks of the proposed judicial reform to the Israeli economy include:

1. Capital flight: Reduced foreign investments, and diminished ability to raise funds for companies in

Israel

- Difficulty in raising funds, and reduced investor interest, due to business or ideological reasons.
Investors often avoid excessive risk, especially political risks in countries perceived as non-democratic
and with no independent courts.

- Degradation of financing conditions. Leading global credit rating agencies have already warned against
harm to Israel’s credit ranking. Decreased credit rating will lead to increased interest rates and
financing costs.

2. Operational challenges: Operational business challenges due to legal uncertainty and talent
shortage

- Reduced access to human capital. Top talent prefers living in a country with a high degree of political
freedoms and an independent judiciary. We are already experiencing brain drain, harming Israel's
strongest competitive advantage.

- Damage to business forecasting. Uncertainty from the government’s ability to advance radical
decisions and enact laws without the protection of an independent judicial system will hamper
advanced planning. This will dramatically increase business frictions, bureaucratic risks, and potential
for corruption.

3. Reduced global reach: Impaired ability to sell and grow globally
- Global clients and companies will decrease collaboration with Israeli companies, to avoid the risks of
working in an economy perceived as non-democratic, unstable, or lacking judicial protections.

The consequences of interfering with a country’s judiciary are not theoretical. The impact has recently been
seen in countries such as Hungary and Poland. Damage estimates by the Israeli Ministry of Finance may be
the tip of the iceberg. We are already experiencing alarming trends at increasing rates. Small and large
companies across all sectors will incur severe irreparable damages. Companies will close, employees will lose
their source of income, and the impact will be felt by all Israeli citizens for generations to come.

Our views may differ on Israeli politics, but we all share a commitment to Israeli democracy. Our voice
is united when we say: the proposed changes initiated by the government put the Israeli economy in
real danger.

The economic damage is growing and we lack the tools to prevent it if the process continues. We
implore the government, and its leader, Prime Minister Netanyahu, a graduate of the MIT Sloan School of
Management himself: halt the legislative process, implement a professional review, and hold in-depth
discourse with all sectors of Israeli society before making such fundamental changes.
